Did you know that Fr. Tyrone Robinson is the oldest African American priests in the 
Archdiocese of Detroit?   
 

Fr. Robinson, 71, was born in Detroit and studied at Sacred Heart Seminary in Detroit 
and St. John’s Provincial Seminary in Plymouth Township. He was ordained April 7, 
1979, at the Cathedral of the Most Blessed Sacrament in Detroit. 
 

Fr. Robinson has served in several parishes over the last 40 years including: the 
Cathedral of the Most Blessed Sacrament, St. Mary of Redford Parish, St. Benedict 
Parish in Highland Park, Presentation-Our Lady of Victory Parish in Detroit , Martyrs 
of Uganda Parish, St. Augustine Parish and St. Monica Parish, St. Luke and now at 

Our Lady Queen of Heaven Good Shepherd Parish. 
 

Fr. Robinson withstood great racism in his life especially during his years at the seminary, and credits the 
grace of God and his family for allowing him to be a servant for so many years.
